	1. Welcome and Introductions
MG welcomed everyone and introductions were made.

	3. Minutes of the meeting held on 23rd September 2009 were agreed.


	

	4. Actions from that meeting
Cromwell Road Development
MM reported that the decision to switch from A2 to Swaythling Housing Association had delayed any progress on this scheme. They will invest their own money into the project which makes the whole thing more viable once a report has been submitted to Cabinet.  Unfortunately this has meant loss of rent on the two houses that will need to be demolished for a longer period than was first envisaged.
Carroll Centre & Community Centre Partnership
 MG reported that the first step towards a Community Anchor Scheme had been put on hold.  The Carroll Centre had had a change of Finance Officer and at this point was looking to appoint further trustees, this to be discussed at their meeting on 18th March.  Gillian from the County Council has been helping with the management of the Community Association, who also have had problems.  Hopefully by the next Stanmore Combined meeting there will be a draft of proposed outlines for working together.
Princes Place Allotment
MG reported that BTCV are now at the second stage of the lottery application and hopefully will know the outcome by May/June, as more funding is required to continue with the project.  Some of the undergrowth etc has been cleared and Rachel is looking to organise a band of volunteers for further work on the site.
Communication
MG has organised a Newsletter, which contained information on the outcome of the recent Open Meetings.  This has been well received and in order to be able to produce further additions a bid for funding has been put in to the Grass Roots scheme although this application may fail as we do not seem to meet all the necessary criteria.  Communication is also being looked into via the Community Plan.  MM mentioned the Stanmore Combined web site as another source communication to which links to Resident Associations, CYC and Stanmore School could be added.  One slight problem is that a ‘Web Master’ is needed to regularly update the site.
5. Playbuilder Project

SL gave an update of the project, for which funding of £100,000 has been granted to complete, by Christmas, a play area which will be situated on the spare land along The Valley.  An independent designer will look at how play equipment, shrubs, wooded areas and paths for easy access can be incorporated.  
The area will be for use of all children but with a focus on those with disabilities and girls between 8-13 years.  Plans for a large consultation with the children are being looked into to get from them how they see the area developing and the type of equipment they would like there. AJ said she would be willing for the children at her school to be included in this.  MG suggested taking a small group to an already established play area so that they could see the sort of things that could be included.  Maintenance, Health & Safety are naturally other aspects that need to be taken into consideration.
MG also commented on the play area that has been removed from Somers Close.  SL said that the CYC was informed of this via email earlier this year. The Youth Shelter has  now been installed and there is to be an official opening with a plaque dedicated to Andrew Thompson a local lad who died last year.


	

	6. Community Plan
MM reported that since the last meeting the two consultations had taken place, both had been well supported and valuable feedback and information had been gained.  Using these results five meetings have been arranged some have taken place, with the final one on 20th April, which have been looking at the actions from the Community Plan.  There has also been a good representation at these meetings from the Police, County Council, University & Other Agencies who have all been only to willing to show their support.
After this the Action Plan will be handed over to Stanmore Combined who will have the responsibility of monitoring and making sure all the recommendations and actions are adhered to.
7. Round Up & Exchange
RP gave an update on the NRA – their AGM 13th April.  They are also running a 5 aside football and concentrating on a tidy up of Woolford Close and The Valley area.  Skips have been provided for this and SERCO have agreed to do a bulk collection.
AJ informed the committee of improvements to the dinning arrangements at Stanmore School.  A classroom is to be altered, plus a small extension, to act as a kitchen and the Main Hall will   be used as a Dinning Hall.  Disposal/use of the current Dinning Hall and the land is still under discussion.
