	1. WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

	3. MINUTES of the meeting held on 10th December’08 were agreed.


	

	4. ACTIONS FROM THAT MEETING
Graduated Children’s Centre Update

MG reported that the Centre was now fully staffed, there had been a successful Open Day and that a comprehensive report had been compiled  for grading on all that had happened since its opening .

Residents Association Update 

RP reported that all was going well with the North Stanmore RA and that all the Associations were working together and in all cases public awareness  was an ongoing challenge. The event due to be held at the Tower Centre had been cancelled due to lack of support there being more speakers than attendees.
MM had also met with the three Chairs and was encouraged with their offer of support for the Community Plan and an agreement to produce a joint press release.
Newsletter

MG said that there was no further progress and that although the funding for this venture runs out on 31st March, hopefully, as in previous years, this will not be clawed back.  MM added that May time would probably be a better time for the Newsletter to be issued as by then it could contain some of the feedback from the questionnaire as some of the comments had been very encouraging.  It was agreed that the Newsletter should give concise information on Stanmore Combined and that the use of pictures with one liners of things that were going on would probably have more impact.  AF also mentioned that perhaps a display at Stanmore School’s Summer Fete would also be another way of keeping residents informed and maybe encouraging more people to become involved.
Cromwell Road Allotment Site

MM had heard from Mark Barnett and things were still at the planning stage although a positive meeting had taken place with the Architects and the Housing Association there are still areas of design that need addressing. Planners have also insisted on an impact study of the surrounding trees to the site. Once project costs have been worked out and plans have been amended a consultation with the residents will take place in the Sheltered Scheme Common Room in Lower Cromwell Road before any final decisions are taken.  It was the view of all those present that everything possible should be done to keep residents informed of all these developments particularly those who live directly around the borders of this site. MM will check on this. PD also asked if there are any proposals to do anything to the derelict shop in Cromwell Road as part of the development proposal. MM confirmed he would ask the question. 
Parking in Stanmore

MM distributed maps of the areas on which new parking restrictions had been introduced. Alterations to the original plan had been made as a result of objections from residents living in Milner Place.  The new restrictions came into effect on 9th March and already enforcemement charges have been actioned around the Kings Avenue/Stanmore Lane area.  PD mentioned that parking at the University and Hospital will be even more restricted next year and this could lead to further problems in the Stanmore area.  MM said that perhaps the new Park & Ride may have a positive effect on local parking.
General Johnson Court – Neighbourhood Watch Scheme

Nothing further to the last meeting was reported on this issue.

Administration Support
MG reported that the end of year finances stood at £1317.43 of which £1000 was restricted funds for the Community Plan and £250 was earmarked for the Newsletter.  The running of this account has to move from the Carroll Centre and hopefully the Community Association will be willing to take responsibility for the account as few transactions actually take place throughout the year.
Review of Terms of Reference

MG reported that with the changing circumstances of the Carroll Centre and the difficulties that the Community Association are having in finding members to take on leading roles and the role of the Stanmore Combined consideration is being given to find a solution that could pull these resources together. However, the situation is complicated and could lead to further problems especially in applications for Grants.  When it is clearer in which direction things are going the Terms of Reference for Stanmore Combined can be reviewed.
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	5. NEIGHBOURHOOD/COMMUNITY PLAN

MM reported that the questionnaires had been distributed on the 9th & 16th February and the deadline for replies had been extended from the 28th February to 9th March. The response had been encouraging as over 350 had been received which equates to 18% of the total households.  The data from these was now being fed into a spreadsheet – any help in this would be appreciated.  Further consultations with young people (via Youth Council Rep at Kings School) perhaps one parent families and also a simplistic questionnaire could be sent to the commercial outlets (the latter having been carried out in Winnall).  The University has already been adding their support by encouraging any students who reside in Stanmore to complete the questionnaire. Another meeting has been scheduled for 7th April to look at the results and hopefully by the end of the month all will have been collated.

	6. PRINCES PLACE – COMMUNITIES GROWING TOGETHER

       MG  reported that allotmenteers are now working in this area and a plot at the far                         
        end has been allocated for Community use on which there are several fruit trees.

       MM stated that Damian Offer had visited the site with him to try and resolve the current difficulty regarding the trees and agreed there was enough common ground to meet and discuss how the situation  can be moved forward.      

         
	

	7. A.O.B.
University MM reported that not many residents from the Stanmore area had attended the open meeting held at the University Masterplan which included plans for more accommodation and he suggested that perhaps a representative could be asked to come and talk at the next Stanmore Combined.  RP advised the meeting that she was unable to attend that presentation as their RA meeting was the same night but that they had already asked for details to be sent to their Association. Meeting agreed to invite the university to the next meeting to provide a presentation on the Masterplan. 
Open Spaces MG asked about the upkeep of these areas and where the responsibility lies.  SB said she had been working with the children at Stanmore School making them aware of litter and graffiti problems and how to deal with them.
Volunteer Award Scheme AF advised the meeting of this scheme which is run by the Mayor’s Office and asked for any nominations of names to be put forward for next year.

AF also highlighted another concern that there is a possible connection between Pawn Brokers who are delivering leaflets after medals, marks being made on car hubcaps and a bags of sand being left by houses it maybe that these are ways of identifying houses for burglaries.
Young Persons Shelter
A Dispersal Order has been actioned on the young people congregating around the Wavell Way Shops. The Police are promoting the idea of a shelter for their use, similar to one introduced  in Highcliffe which after initial problems seems to be working well.
Topics for future Meetings
MM suggested that the Playbuilder Project 2010/2011 could be put on the September Agenda.
