	4. Actions from that meeting
Cromwell Road Development
MM had been in contact with Mark Barnett, he informed him that the Planning Application has been submitted. A meeting between the Architects and Planners Meeting is planned early this month and hopefully there will be a positive outcome to report at the next meeting.
Carroll Centre & Community Centre Partnership
 No further progress to report, item to remain on the agenda for future meetings.
Princes Place Allotment
 Rachel from BCTV has organised several dates during June for voluntary work on the site and a response on the second stage of the lottery application is expected by the end of June.
Playbuilder Project
This project is running behind schedule due to staff redeployment, however MM has been in touch with  Damian Offer who informed him that a potential Designer and Project Manager has been found for the scheme  so the plans should now be able to go ahead.  MG said the neighbouring residents need to be informed as he has already had people talking to him voicing their concern but who have been under the impression that it is the lower end of The Valley that is to be used for this project. 	5. Community Plan
In response to an action within the Communication section of the Action Plan representatives from WACA attended the meeting. PW said that WACA had the resources to help with funding, training and volunteering issues. 

The main concern raised by the members was how to get residents on board and then keeping them interested and involved.  Using the Greening Issues as an example, MG reported that 30 letters had been delivered to those who showed interest in this issue, plus follow ups to this letter and still no replies had been received. SH suggested that volunteers, from people who call into WACA offering their services, may initially be a way into this problem, also that the role of a Volunteer Co-Ordinator  be appointed who should make sure all volunteers were kept informed of all that was going on.  PW then suggested that another source of help could be the University as they were looking to gain an accreditation in volunteering. He was having a meeting with them and felt sure that help would be forthcoming.
Action Plan – MG thanked Mark and all those who had put in many hours of hard work to complete The Stanmore Community Action Plan.  The next step was to work out a way of getting this report into the community.  Quotes for colour printing have ranged from £5000 to £900 for reduced A5 copies.  General discussion followed and it was felt that the best way forward, as most copies would probably end up in the recycling bin, was to send a letter out to every household with details of how they could obtain a copy of the report ( by completing a tear off slip) , or gain access to it on the website.  Next those residents who attended the consultation events, having given their addresses should be given a copy and copies should also be given to the Carroll Centre, Schools and Library.  MM to forward details to MG. Finally a notice in the local paper informing of the completion of the Plan. 
Two of the projects within the report Greening and Quit Smoking will hopefully be promoted at the Stanmore School Fete on 19th June.
Action Plan Schedule - this ‘tool’ will be updated at each Stanmore Combined Meeting. Progress on  several of the actions has already happened including incentives to the University students to encourage them to use the Park & Ride Scheme,   a proposal for more formalised walkabouts with the Neighbourhood Wardens and other interested parties to record not only the negative but positive aspects of the area are to have formal dates timetabled.

Newsletter - the third issue to be arranged for the early autumn.
6. Round Up & Exchange
MM had a couple of points from Hannah King – who had a supply of Winchester in Bloom application forms which she suggested could be included with the walkabouts.

Also she would appreciate being informed of any bundles of newspapers that were seen left around Stanmore. 
DC reported that David Lumby will again be organising five a side football during the summer holidays.  This will be held in the grounds in Somers Close, there will also be events for younger children.

MG presented the accounts  for 09/10. showing an end of year surplus of £320.55 [combined] due to cancelling one meeting and £103.14 [planning].
The budget for 10/11 based on the grant from WCC and Town Forum of £970.00 should show a smaller surplus at year end and planning monies spent on printing of plan.

MM informed the meeting that
